The EDS also emphasises the importance of ensuring that the most efficient and
sustainable use is made of existing infrastructure and that (in order to ensure effective,
reliable and sustainable arrangements for the delivery of goods and services to support
Londen's economy) it is important to maximise the use of the least environmentally
damaging nodes, including rail freight, the Thames and other waterways (paragraph
3.2.1).

In this regard, the LDA has been working with the PLA and GLA since early 2003 to
secure the reactivation of vacant wharves along the River Thames (including Peruvian
Wharf) in order to promote greater use of the River Thames for freight purposes in
accordance with the London Plan (Policy 4C.14). Paragraph 4.103 of the London Plan
explains that increasing the use of the Blue Ribbon Network for freight transport will
support more sustainable methods of transport and can help reduce congestion and the
impact of goods on London’s roads.

The LDA recognises that the main appeal preposals include the provision of a river-
served aggregate facility for the western end of the safeguarded wharf area as an integral
part of the scheme. Nevertheless, it also notes that this aspect of the proposed
development stands or falls with the remainder of the proposals. Therefore, in the
LDA’s view, the proposed aggregate facility as planned does not mean that the appeal -
proposals comply with London Plan policy which seeks to preserve the whole of the
wharf for carge handling purposes.

Despite the planning policy and evidence referred to above, the appeal proposals
continue to accommodate residential uses on the eastern part of the safeguarded wharf,
This is contrary to the London Plan which, as aforementioned, secks reactivation of the
whole of the wharf, and fails to secure the long term future of the wharf. It is important
that wharves retain flexibihity to adapt to future market demand and retain wharf capacity
in compliance with London Plan policy 4C.14. , '

wharf related uscs in addition to an aggregates and cement facility. The inclusion of a
waste facility on the site would provide a much needed facility on the River Thames that
will promote greater use of the Blue Ribbon network to transport waste as well as
supporting the waste recycling sector and promotion of sustainability, which are key
priorities for the LDA.

The reactivation of vacant safeguarded wharves, including Peruvian Wharf, for wharf
related uses will play an important role in promoting sustainability and helping to
provide opportunities for the development of waste recycling facilities along the river
that will meet London’s waste recycling needs, as well as encouraging greater use of the
river for cargo-handling.

Consequently, the LDA considers that the release of part of the safeguarded wharf for
non wharf related uses would be contrary to good strategic planning in London. The
safeguarded part of Peruvian Wharf is a strategic site that should be retained for wharf
related uses in accordance with the London Plan. The wharf is suitable.and.viable.tc be
reactivated as a working wharf and that would, int turn, encourage greater use of the river
for cargo-handling uses, as well as supporting the waste recycling sector in accordance
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with E)oth the LDA Corporate Plan 2005-2008' and its Economic Development Strategy
2005” and national, regional and local planning policy guidance.

It is clear from the GLA's Waste Strategy that there is a need to promote waste
minimisation, waste reduction, reuse and recycling in a way that brings new products,
new industries and new jobs into London. Consequently, more recycling sorting and
processing plants, such as that proposed by Cory Environmental at Peruvian Wharf, are
required in London so that in future as much municipal waste is treated and reprocessed
within the London area, as far as possible. Sites such as Peruvian Wharf, that can
accommodate important waste recycling facilities and are located on the river, (thus
minimising the need to transport cargo by road), need to be retained for that use in order
to meet sustainability objectives. The London Plan is also clear that where waste cannot
be dealt with locally, waste facilities should be promoted on sites that have good access
to river or rail transport (Policy 4A.2).

'The planning appeal proposals to reactivate Peruvian Wharf are contrary to the London
Plan. The LDA has been compelled, therefore, to consider the use of its compulsory
purchase powers pursuant to the Regional Development Agencies Act 1998 to enable the
reactivation of Peruvian Wharf as a working wharf. This has followed written
correspondence and several meetings with the appellant’s agents, Capital and Provident
{C&P), to discuss the appellant’s proposals and to actively seek the appellant’s '
mnvolvement in the reactivation process.

The LDA Board on 13 September and 13 December 2005 considered the case for
compulsory purchase to reactivate the wharf in its entirety and resolved to submit a
Compulsory Purchase Order to the Secretary of State to be known as “Peruvian Whart
Compulsory Purchase Order and to obtain the formal consent of the Mayor in
accordance with the provisions of the Regional Development Agencies Act 1998 as

amended.

The Board considers that compulsory purchase is required in order to reactivate the
wharf for further economic development and the regeneration of its area; to promote
business efficiency, investment and competitiveness in its area; to promote employment
in its area; and to contribute to the achievements of sustainable development in the
United Kingdom, where it is relevant to its area to do so.

The LDA is committed to progressing the CPO based on the need to reactivate Peruvian
Wharf in line with the London Plan, and is committed to the prevalence of the
development plan policy in accordance with s38(6) Planning and Compulsory Purchase
Act 2004.
